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Introduction

In 1988, supported by a generous grant from the Pressestiftung
Tagesspiegel, the Aspen Institute Berlin established a two-year East-West-Study-
Group on the subject  Perspectives for a European House within the framework
of the CSCE-Process. A new generation of responsible and informed American and
European young leaders was discussing and preparing papers on the East-West-
dialogue as it has developed to date and, more important, how it may develop in the
future. The group I chaired consisted of 32 outstanding younger Americans,
Europeans from East and West and neutral/nonaligned representatives - from
government, politics, diplomacy, academia, business and the media. At each
conference we met with political leaders and experts from West and East. 

The Aspen East-West-Study Group met first April 1988 in West-Berlin
to exchange views on the three baskets of CSCE and the idea of a European
House; the second Study Group meeting was held in Paris on European Security
issues September 1988; the third on East-West-Economic, Technological and
Ecological Cooperation took place in Budapest March 1989. The fourth meeting of
the Aspen Group was held in Bonn, West- and East-Berlin on East-West
Cultural and Humanitarian Affairs June 1989.

Foreword 
The Aspen Institute in Berlin deserves to be congratulated. The present findings
of the Study Group on Perspectives of a European house within the framework of the
CSCE process prove in an impressive manner that the CSCE process is dynamically
moving in the right direction.

I myself had the pleasure of engaging in a discussion with the members of the Study
Group from almost all 35 CSCE countries at Bonn in June 1989 - at a time when 
Europe's perspectives along the road towards a lasting peaceful order were
becoming ever more concrete. 

Shortly beforehand the Heads of State or Government of the North Atlantic Alliance
had charted the course for the future at the Brussels summit on 29 and 30 May:
"We seek to shape a new political order of peace in Europe". In following this course 
we intend to use the classical  CSCE instruments: "constructive dialogue and 
cooperation, including arms control", in order to lay the foundations for a world
"where military forces exist solely to preserve the independence and territorial 
integrity of their countries". For we want "to establish a new pattern of relations
between the countries of East and West, in which ideological and military antagonism 
will be replaced with cooperation, trust and peaceful competition, and in which
human rights and political freedoms will be fully guaranteed and enjoyed by all 
individuals". 

On 13 June 1989, Chancellor Helmut Kohl and President Mikhail Gorbachev signed
in Bonn a joint declaration, which stakes out a similar path by stating: "The Federal
Republic of Germany and the Soviet Union consider it a paramount objective of their
policies to continue Europe's historical traditions and thus contribute towards
overcoming the division of Europe. They are resolved to elaborate jointly concepts
for attaining this goal through the development of a Europe marked by peace and 
cooperation - a peaceful European order or a common European home - in which
the United States and Canada also have their place. The CSCE Helsinki Final Act 
in all its parts as well as the Madrid and Vienna concluding documents chart the
course for realizing this goal."

Europe marked by openness and cooperation also includes the United States and 
Canada, whose values and traditions are rooted in this continent and whose 
contributions and presence will remain indispensable to Europe's security and
stability.

The CSCE process has become an irreplaceable driving force for the whole of
Europe.

The Aspen Institute in Berlin, with the special commitment of Dr. Margarita 
Mathiopoulos, has provided a convincing example of that through its seminar and the
present publication. It merits our gratitude.
